
 

Facility Information Sheet 
 
This document is provided to assist with the on-boarding of the HydroCision TenJet device.  It provides 
a brief summary of key considerations as you prepare to support physicians interested in treating 
patients using the device.  
 
What is TenJet? 
TenJet is a 510k cleared, single-use, disposable medical device. Per FDA clearance, the HydroCision 
TenJet Device is indicated for orthopedic surgical procedures where the cutting, debridement and 
removal of soft and hard tissue is required in a variety of open, arthroscopic, and minimally invasive 
surgical procedures. Currently, most physicians use the device for resecting and removing soft tissue and 
calcifications to treat conditions affecting the tendon and/or bursa using real-time ultrasound guidance. 
 
TenJet is connected to the HydroCision console, which comes with a power cord and a foot pedal. 
 

What does the TenJet package include? 
• Sterile TenJet in a blister pack in Tyvek 

pouch

o Chloraprep, 3ml applicator 
o 10 ml syringe + 2 23g needles 
o Sterile ultrasound probe cover 
o Sterile ultrasound gel

What does the facility need to supply? 
• Ultrasound equipment 
• Local anesthetic or anesthesia per 

physician preference 
• Marking pen 
• Sterile drape(s) 
• Sterile saline 
• Waste container 
• Dressing or Ace Wrap if needed 
• Sterile gloves and necessary protective 

gear for personnel in the room 
 

 
 

Where can the procedures be performed? 
Procedures using TenJet could be performed in operating or procedure rooms depending on availability 
or anesthesia preference. The room needs to have sufficient space to accommodate the equipment and 
maintain a sterile field during the procedure. 
 
How long should the room be scheduled/blocked for?  
Initial cases may require a room block time of 45 minutes. With experience and efficiency, a facility and 
the physician may be able to reduce the time to 30 minutes.

TenJet set-up for the procedure 

• TenJet is a single-use, disposable sterile handpiece used to treat the patient 
• The power console is a reusable device used to power the TenJet handpiece 
• The foot pedal is a reusable device that comes with the power console 
• The saline bag and waste container must be supplied by the facility 
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
